forming a corporation under the "General Not For Profit
Corporation Law" of the State of Missouri, do hereby adopt the

following Articles of Incorporation:

ARTICLE T
The name of the Corporation is Emerson Unitarian .
Universalist Chapel.
ARTICLE IT

The period of duration of the Corporation is perpetual.



ARTICLE III

The address of its initial Registered Office in the

State of Missouri is One Mercantile Center, Suite 3300, St.
Louis, Missouri 63101, and the name of its initial Registered
Agent at said address is Dwight W. Miller.
ARTICLE IV
The first Board of Directors shall be nine (9) in
number, their names and addresses being as follows:

ARTICLE V
The purposes of this Corporation are solely religious
and charitable within the meaning of Section 501(c) (3) of the
Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the "Code"), and

include:



(a) To enhance the individual’sispiritual growth, to
enrich the lives of members and friends through a community of
mutual love and respect, to enjoy the continuous journey as we
each seek religious truth assisted by a free and unrestricted
Chapel society, and to provide religious services and related
activities;, and

(b) To receive gifts and grants, and to use such gifts
and grants for its proper purposes, or to make distributions
thereof for purposes and activities that qualify as exempt under
Section 501(c) (3) of the Code (or the corresponding provision of
any future United States Internal Revenue Law).

Nothing herein shall be construed to give the
Corporation any purpose that is not permitted under Section
501(c) (3) of the Code (or the corresponding provision of any
future United States Internal Revenue Law) and the regulations
promulgated thereunder. In furtherance of its permitted
purposes, the Corporation may exercise any, all and every power
which a corporation organized under the General Not For Profit
Corporation Law of Missouri may exercise.

ARTICLE VI

No part of the net earnings of the Corporation shall
inure to the benefit of or be distributable to its members,
officers, directors, or other private persons except that the
Corporation shall be authorized and empowered to pay reasonable
compensation for services rendered, and to make payments and
distributions in furtherance of the purposes set forth in Article

V hereof. No substantial part of the activities of the



Corporation shall be the carrying on of propaganda, or otherwise
attempting to influence legislation, and the Corporation shall
not participate in, or intervene in (including the publishing or
distribution of statements) any political campaign in behalf of
any candidate for public office. Notwithstanding any other
provision of these Articles, the Corporation shall not carry on
any other activities not permitted to be carried on:

(a) by a corporation exempt from federal income tax
under 501(c) (3) of the Code (or the corresponding provision of
any future United States Internal Revenue law); or

.(b) by a corporation, contributions to which are
deductible under Section 170(c) (2) of the Code (or the
corresponding provision of any future United States Internal
Revenue law).

ARTICLE VIT

A. General Powers. The Corporation shall have the
power to do any and all acts, thing or things, necessary to or
incidental to the accomplishment of the purposes hereinbefore set
forth, and generally to do any and all things not herein
specifically enumerated which may tend to promote the purposes
hereinbefore set forth, provided that such act or thing is
permitted to corporations organized under the Missouri General
Not For Profit Corporation Law and to an organization described
in Section 501(c) (3) of the Code (or the corresponding provision
of any future United States Internal Revenue law).

B. Restrictions. Notwithstanding any other provision

or provisions of these Articles of Incorporation:



1. The Corporation shall distribute its income
for each taxable year at such time and in such manner as not to
become subject to tax on undistributed ihcome imposed by Section
4942 of the Code (or the corresponding provision of any future
United States Internal Revenue law).

2. The Corporation shall not engage in any act
of self-dealing as defined in Section 4941(d) of the Code (or the
corresponding provision of any future United States Internal
Revenue law).

3. The Corporation shall not retain any excess
business holdings as defined in Section 4943 (c) of the Code (or
the corresponding provision for any future United States Internal
Revenue law).

4. The Corporation shall not make any
investments in such manner as to subject it to tax under Section
4944 of the Code (or the corresponding provision of any future
United States Internal Revenue law).

5. The Corporation shall not make any taxable
expenditures as defined in Section 4945(d) of the Code (or the
corresponding provision of any future United States Internal
Revenue law).

ARTICLE VIII
Upon the dissolution or termination of the existence of
the Corporation, the Board of Trustees shall, after paying or
making provision for the payment of all the liabilities of the
Corporation, transfer any and all remaining assets to Unitarian

Universalist organizations as at that time qualify as tax-exempt



organizations under Section 501(c) (3) of the Code (or the
corresponding provision of any future United States Internal
Revenue law), as fhe Board of Trustees in its discretion sees
fit. However, should there exist any Unitarian Universalist
organization(s) in the St. Louis metropolitan area at the time of
dissolution, and they are qualified organization(s) pursuant to
the Code, the Board of Trustees shall first distribute assets
with equal shares going to First Unitarian Church and Eliot
Unitarian Chapel, and the remaining assets shall be distributed
to the Unitarian Universalist Association and the Central Midwest
District of the UUA.
ARTICLE IX

The Corporation shall have such classes of voting

and/or non-voting members as may be established in the Bylaws of

the Corporation.
